      3. We need to love self-surrender. (vv. 4-5)
Fact:
Here is the spirit of the learner. They are humble and trustful.
Willing to be lead and taught of God.

     4. We need Quickening Memories. (v. 6)

B.) Revelation Prayers. (vv. 7-13)
      1. We all have painful memories. Our present is linked to our past.
      2. We need faith in the mercy and power of God.

Fact:
In our distress we turn to God. 
We cast our burdens upon Him and He sustains us. Amen!!!

     3. God's revelation to man is always revealed in prayer. (v. 8)

Fact:
God's revelation must be in harmony with His character.

     4. Revelation Prayer is available to those who can spiritually discern His will. (v. 9)
     5. That Revelation Prayer only comes through an obedient life. (vv. 10-13)

C.) Secret Prayers. (vv. 14-18)
      1. God's secrets are hidden from the eyes and hearts of the disobedient.
      2. There are three stages that depict a godly life.
          #1) A person who fears God.      #2) A person who hears God.       #3) A person who looks to God.

D.) Preserving Prayers. (vv. 19-22)
      1. Your hope in praying brings shame to your enemies.
      2. Our Prayers should always be based on His integrity and uprightness.
~ Integrity – speaks of “devotion to, Purity for”
~ Uprightness speaks of “my loyalty”
Fact:
(Integrity flows on the inside, while uprightness flows on the outside)

Every morning, eagles take approximately one hour to do what is known as "preening"[image: ]  For one hour, the eagle sits high upon a rock, ledge or tree and pulls every feather on both wings through its mouth.
There are 1,200 feathers on each wing. This process is like a “steam cleaning”. Why The Preening?
#1. To clean and restore the feathers from yesterday’s activities.
#2. To secrete an oil from its mouth that glazes over the feathers.
(Why? so that the feathers won't get water soaked in the rain, mist, dew, fog and snow) or the eagle would get weighted down and fall to the ground.

What An Awesome Lesson On Prayer

#1. To restore us and cleanse us from all the other “activities and debris” we've dealt with recently in the journey.
#2. To glaze us over with the oil of the Holy Spirit (which is our only source of help and strength and protection).
