The Power of a Testimony
John 4:39-42

“A Personal Testimony is the ability to share some experiences from our journey of faith with others, 
This is a critical part of our Christianity.”

A. When we have truly experienced Christ in a new way, we cannot
     help but talk about it with others.

Fact: Storytelling, or narrative account, is part of the reason the New 
          Testament is so appealing. It is filled with personal and eye-witness 
          accounts of God at work in people’s lives. 
Fact: Christ is constantly at work in our lives, just as He was 
          working in the woman at the well’s life. 

B. Secondly, a main function of good testimony is that it elicits 
     action from the hearer.

Fact: Word of mouth, as the scripture today bears out, is a 
          powerful motivator – especially when the words are well measured 
          and come from our hearts.
Fact: But know this, when you share about what God has done for you, a 
          person may reject your witness. 

C. Finally, when we witness to others and they experience Christ for
     themselves, God’s kingdom grows and Christ is glorified.

Fact: Testimonies draws people to Christ.
Fact: But when you experience Christ’s personal presence in your life,
          that when you are changed forever.

1. The Samaritan woman at the well, when she met Jesus, 
    she was changed and amazed. 
2. The scripture then tells us that the people in Sychar didn’t 
    want Jesus to leave.

Fact: Once we truly experience the living Christ, we never want 
          our lives to be void of His presence. 
Fact: This scripture is a model for church development.
